Kozhikode: In spearheading de-
velopmental projects like KINFRA
Parks in various locations in the

State, Kerala government is active-
ly pursuing the realisation of the 10-
point Vision 2020 guidelines pre-
sented by the former president Dr.
A.P.J. Abdul Kalam for the devel-
opment of Kerala, said Dr. T.M. Th-
omas Isaac, Minister-Finance while
laying the Foundation Stone for the
KINFRA Marine Park Beypore on
June 1, 2010.

“The State government is very
much on course to realise all the im-
portant proposals put forward by Dr.
Kalam,” he added.

Dr. Isaac said that the KINFRA
Marine Park project was a testimo-
ny to the State’s commitment to re-
alise it. He said Dr. Kalam had sug-
gested that the State concentrate on
its “core area of competence” such
as knowledge-based industries and
rich human resources while plan-
ning development. “The park is
meant to promote industrial units
which process a variety of marine
products, including seafood, and to

produce different value-added prod-
ucts from them, as suggested by the
Vision 2020,” he said.

He said the State gov-
ernment had invested
Rs.5,000 crore in infra-
structure development,
which was another point
included in Vision 2020.

Hon. Minister- Indus-
tries, Sri. Elamaram Ka-
reem, who presided, said
the park would provide

direct employment to 2,000 people. S.
Ramnath, Managing Director-KIN-
FRA, who presented a report, said
Rs.10 crore was required to develop
infrastructure in the Park in the first

phase. He praised the district admin-
istration for handing over the 22 acres
after acquisition in a record time of one
year for the park.
